SAFE SANCTUARY

Safe Sanctuary is a program instituted at New
Hope Presbyterian Church several years ago for
the purpose of setting forth guidelines to protect
children, youth and adults with physical, mental
or developmental disabilities. In addition, to
some degree, it inherently protects the church
and our volunteers from false allegations of
child abuse. It is a program that is omitted to
the well being of all those who participate in our
community of faith.

All adults who supervise children and youth are
required to have Safe Sanctuary Certification.
Classes are offered throughout the year. The
classes are one part of the requirement for certi-
fication. During the class, volunteers will learn

the procedures, policies and expectations in
dealing with children and youth. Volunteers
are also asked to fill out a Volunteer Applica-
tion, Authorization to Release Information
(for a background check by IntelliCorp Re-
cords, Inc.), and to sign a Covenant Statement
agreeing to observe and abide by all church
policies regarding working with ministries
with children and youth. A class is scheduled
for January 31st at 3:00 pm. In order to expe-
dite the class, the Volunteer Application, au-
thorization to Release Information, and the
Covenant Statement are available on the Wel-
come Table for completion before the class.’
